10 Ways Usborne Books Help Children Learn

1. Usborne Books Teach Reading Comprehension

· Spin & Match Books – contain simple stories that ask comprehension questions every three pages

· First Reading Series One and Two – simple stories that ask questions at the end
· Many nonfiction books ask questions, which encourage the reader to “think aloud”

· Phonics books – simple pictures with rhyming phrases that work on specific phonetic sounds, plus find the duck

· I Can Draw series (crayon, finger paint, cut) – each one teaches how to do things step-by-step 
· Step-by-step instructions are a hallmark of all the art & crafts books, cooking books & cards, and science activities.

6. Usborne Books Teach Social Situations
· First Experiences series: Going to School, etc.

· Look and Say board books – see items and scenes associated with everyday events and places

7. Usborne Books Teach Visual Discrimination

· Find the Duck (and other animals) series

· Look and Say books – find an object in its natural environment

· 1001 Things to Spot & Great Searches – more complex pictures, might be overwhelming for some children but perfect for others; choose according to each child’s needs

· Jigsaw Books – start out with 2 or 4 pieces, then go up to 50 pieces; all have full picture under the puzzle

· Phonics books – find the duck, mouse, and spider

· See Inside books – good for older child, more text

· Sticker books – pincer grasp/pressure control

· Slot books – crossing over from left to right & pincer grasp
· I Can Draw series – pincer grasp strengthening

· Learning Palette – child selects the correct colored disk to answer the question. Self-correcting feature is simple & clear.  Easily modified to work with only a few questions at a time.

· Science books – ask “why” questions over and over
