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Suggestions for Prolonging the Life of Dot-to-Dot Books or Usborne Work Books

Congratulations on the purchase of your new Usborne Dot-to-Dot book or Work Book.  I know you will enjoy it!  Just in case you were interested, I have learned several techniques that can prolong the life of these books.  Take them as you will, I just thought I’d let you know about them so you could use them if you choose!  Enjoy!

1) Use a Dritz pen with Pink Ink.  These are quilting pens that can be found in the sewing section of the store.  If you keep the pages opened after you use the pen, the ink will disappear overnight!  Make sure the pens say AIR soluble.

2) Laminate the pages and use either a dry-erase marker or crayola washable markers.

3) Place the pages in sheet protectors and use dry-erase markers or crayola washable markers.

a. One way to do this is to take the book apart and put each individual page in a sheet protector.  You might want to put these in a three-ring binder and include a pencil case to hold your markers – and an old sock for erasing!
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
