Other Ideas

Do you have any new All Time Favorites flyers? If you do, you can slip them into your old catalogs & voila - current catalogs! This is how I got rid of my old catalogs & it worked like a charm! Hope this helps...

I used to go through my pile of old catalogs and either cross out the OP titles or update the price in them...it was way too time consuming. Later, I used to insert a list of price changes instead of mark up. I do not use the price list update and this season didn't even notice if there was one.

NOW what I do to save tons of time and money by not doing those things. I print up a label which I put on ALL my Catalogs NEW or OLD that says:

For Current Price and Availability
Call "consultant" at xxx-xxxx
or see "web site address"

This allows you to give it to anyone, place it any where and esp. after running out of New Titles Flyers.


For old catalogs, I just attach a New Titles Brochure so that it is over the old cover along with the sticker. When I give a catalog to a customer, I tell them not to toss it after the date, but to contact me, and I will send them an update since the catalogs are cumulative--with a few minor changes in titles going out or a few price changes.

I am also going to cut and paste. As I am doing preschools and smaller children that may be interested in a certain series like the Young Puzzle Adventures or Big Dot to Do I can show them. I have 3 folders already where I just have the language pages, I Can Count series, Who is.., and Puzzle Farm and Chocolate Island type series. This are simple books for me to sell. I will also create a Montessori binder, and elementary binder. etc.

Put your name and number on them, place them in a box, tape a large brightly colored sign on the box that says "free catalogs" and take it with you to the park where small children play (or anywhere else moms, dads, grandparents and kids hang out). Then, as they stop to see what the catalog is about, introduce yourself and give a short UBAH commercial.

I haven't seen the new catalog yet, so I have not figured out how I'd attach the NTF. Which previously I stapled so that it looks just like a current catalog.
