1. BEGINNING
*Give guests clipboard, wishlist, customer survey, booking game envelope, and ticket for drawing.
Tell them not to peak at the envelope!  It’s for later!
*Do on-time drawing at 5 min. past start time.
**Offer a specific book, (“Why?” works good for this) or a selection of books to choose from, all $5 or under.

2. INTRODUCTION
*Go around the room and have guests tell their names, children’s ages, and what they’d do with an extra $400.
*Introduce  yourself and your children and a couple sentences of why you started.  “The reason I asked what you would do with an extra $400 is because that’s an average amount that you can make by just doing 4-5 homeshows a month.”  Mention some things you have gotten with Usborne (or what you’re working for) and offer info to anyone interested at the end.
* Explain wishlists.
3. OVERVIEW
* Tonight we’re going to talk about ways to make memories with our kids.
* With our busy lives nowadays, we’re always looking for ways to maximize the time we DO have!
* Also going to highlight some of my favorite books & tuck in some ways you can save $ too.
* Mention Customer Specials – Get $40 worth of books, can choose books way on sale!  (Make sure and have some to sprinkle throughout  your presentation)

4. MAKING MEMORIES BY…Reading to them!
· Animal Hide-n-Seek- So good to snuggle together and read!  Our touchy-feely books are good because the more things babies touch – the more connections made in the brain.
· How Big is a Million?- Picture book series; font size changes and word placement encourages good reading aloud
· FYT& Ted & Friends – Great stories, yellow duck, dual reading levels, pair with Ted for best early reading books for ages 4-6, stories with a plot and humor!
· Very First Reading Set – 15 books going over each phonetic sound, printable worksheets
· Mouse About the House – Mouse goes through slots, always left to right like books, fine motor control
· Chapter Books – Show 1-2 of your favorites, 365, etc.

5. MAKING MEMORIES BY… Making Trips Fun!
· Big Book of Things to Spot – Keeps them busy for hours! Can be a game too.
· Big Book of Picture Puzzles – Same, but for older kids.
· 100 Things for Little Children to Do on a Trip – Includes wipe-off pen, break up into different packs, punch hole and put O-ring on it.
· Books with CD’s – FYT, Black Beauty, etc.
· Sticker Books- Repositionable stickers, show combined volume.
· Doodling Books – Full of activity!  Can provide for hours of fun!

6. MAKING MEMORIES BY… Doing Things Together!
· 100 Science Experiments – Have family time and don’t know what to do?  Great ideas!  Get Dad involved.
· Cookbooks – Cooking together does 2 things at once… meal on the table and great 1 on 1 time with your children.  Step by step directions excellent for them to try it out on their own!
· Complete Books of Art Ideas or 365 Things to Make and Do- CV with LOTS of projects!  5-7 cents each.  Terrific for learning together. Step by step pictures.
· See Inside Your Body – Looking through these books together makes learning fun and interactive.
7. MAKING MEMORIES BY… Making Homework Fun!
· Illustrated Dictionary of Math (& Elementary One)- Makes concepts easy to understand.  Helpful for YOU to be able to help with that homework.
· Internet Linked Encyclopedia Set – Covers pretty much everything!  Explain internet-links. Starred pics are downloadable. Great for reports.
· Children’s Encyclopedia- For the younger kids.
· Beginner Books – More topical. Internet-linked.



8. MAKING MEMORIES BY… Making Traditions!
· Christmas Books – Wrap up books and put under tree and open one a night throughout season.  Highlight your favorites for the season.
· Easter Books – Wrap in pastel paper and hide around the house. Or make a tradition of always having a new book in their Easter Basket. 
· Rainy or Snowy Days – Have activity books stashed away that come out only on those days.
· Summertime – Consider doing your own “Read-a-thon!”  For every book they read, they get points towards something special.  Get them started in a new Chapter Book Series.
9. BOOKING GAME
· You might be thinking there are more that you want than your checkbook can afford right now!  Consider doing a homeshow of your own.  
· (Can do Pretend Hostess or just show a visual of how many books they can get for free)
· Game – Envelopes have 2 things in them; Book a Show and Pick a Gift.  You have 3 choices:
1.  Open the envelope and do what it says!
2. Give it back and I’ll try not to cry too much.
3. You know you want a show!  Upgrade and get this extra special gift at your show!
Go around the room and have them all choose what to do.

10.  SHOPPING
·  Have them fill out surveys and exchange for a catalog.
· I ask if there is anyone needing to leave soon so I can help them first.
· Then go around and help guests shop.  Go to the ones that want to book a show and pick a date.  Go to the maybes and ask them “What is your maybe?”  Go to those interested in signing up and give them info and a few nuggets to entice them.  Set time for follow-up call.
· As they check-out with you, ask, “Did you get everything you wanted tonight?” when they say “no” work on the homeshow thing if you haven’t already.  
· Don’t assume they don’t want the customer specials if they didn’t write it down.  They might have forgotten.  Offer it to everyone!
