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Several key guidelines will make your booth experience pleasant and profitable:





Look for cheap or free booths—church craft fairs, school fall festivals, teacher’s inservice meetings.  Read community papers for leads on small booth events.  Spend a little more and share the cost/leads/profits with another consultant.


Be wary of outdoor booths...weather- either rain or heat - can ruin your business.


You need at least two table racks of books.  Talk to your supervisor if you don’t have racks yet and ask to borrow hers.


Always try to increase your stock of books.  Buy a few best sellers.  If they don’t sell you know you can use them to fill home show orders. 


Have a free book drawing to generate leads and arouse people’s interest.


Talk with as many people as possible and try to establish a relationship. Find out what age group of children they buy gifts for and speak specifically to that need.


Use Signs:  Signs speak for you when you can’t, and are a non-confrontational way to get your information out.
