Participation Incentives/Challenges for Principal and/or School Wide

(For meeting reading challenges/goals for the school)

School Wide Incentives

Pizza, popcorn, ice cream party or ice cream treats for classes with 100% readers or for all the students who read 300 minutes or more, or for those who read 1000 minute or more.

Have a wear your hats or a crazy hat day if the reading minutes averaged 300 minutes per student. 

Have a Crazy clothes day, Mix-up clothes day, no uniform day, pajama day – for those who were part of the RFTS or for the whole school if the meets a total minute reading challenge. 

A special movie for students who read  300 minutes or more

Have 30 minutes extra recess for a day.

Have a homework free day.

Have take a break afternoon reading party for the school or the top reading/participating class – bring your favorite book and pillows and/or stuff animal friend then have a party focused on reading.  Have the teacher and/or principle read to the class a book they choose.  Make a special bookmark. 

Play a basketball game with the principal, counselor and any other willing staff.  Have the top 3 pledge collectors and the top 3 readers join in or you could do a combination of drawing names (anyone who read a minimum of 300 minutes) and including the top kids.   You could always rotate kids in an out if you need to get the most involved in the game. The basketball game, it was 5 v 5. We had extra players so the staff could rest a little.   OR you could do a soccer or volleyball game. 

Student who reads most is principal for the day.

Principal or Teacher Incentives

Dye their hair whatever color the winning (greatest participation) class selected.  Or dye their hair color for a day. (temporary dye that washes out) 

Duct Tape Principal to the Wall! For duct taping you will need 4 rolls, each student that participates gets a strip about 2 ft long and the principal stands on small step stool ( ours was less than a foot). After about 35 students we could take the stool away. We had precut strips waiting.

Principal trades for a day with teacher of class with most minutes.

Principal dresses up as a clown, a reading rabbit, the school mascot, wears their PJs to school, dresses inside out or backwards,  and reads to the whole school at lunch or to the winning class a book of their choosing.   Or read from the roof or playground slide.

Dress in 50’s, 60’s, or 70’s garb, dress like a 

Dress like a fairy all day (tutu and all) and read a fairy book to each class

Meet the school challenge for minutes read will dress like a cheerleader and lead all in cheers

Competition between teachers for bonus $25 books (teachers log their minutes read, too).

Teachers give their own incentives to class "We have most minutes, I'll spray my hair green or dress like a clown, wear my clothes backwards for a day, etc".

Principal reads a book while sitting on the roof if the school exceeded their goal.
