Booking Reach For The Stars:

1.  Getting Leads (homeshows, booths)

2. Check listings…..if listed, pass off the lead with a smile (  If not, then list it!!

3. Look up the school’s website and gather all the info you can (important names, calendar)

4. Using leads to get to principal: (email, see samples)

· goal is not to get a RFTS booked over the phone or email, goal is to get a 10-15 minute meeting and THEN win them over (
· do not ask for a meeting, assume one and offer dates/times available

5. When meeting with principal or PTA, bring:

· Catalogs

· Books

· HO brochures

· HO pledge sheets, sample student packet

· Recommendation letters

· Sample Calendars (2 w/ different start dates that YOU want)

· Your datebook
6.  What to say at principal meeting (see sample for PTA meeting)

· Are you familiar with Usborne books?  (show some and talk about some unique features.  Suggestions:  Beg. Series, Discovery Series, I can draw …., chapter books (Bowvayne), Young readers, Pets or LLF, quest book, search book, craft book, art book, starting skills series.  Only take a couple of minutes….get to the RFTS!!)

· Usborne sponsors a highly-rewarding reading-incentive program called RFTS (pull out brochure).  All the experts with RIP agree that if you want it to be most effective, run the program for a short period of time and reward the kids with books…….and that is exactly what we do.  We challenge the kids to read as many minutes as they can for 2 weeks.  At the same time they get people to sponsor their reading – this is great because it does not bombard parents.  They can sponsor their child $5 and they supported the program and the child can go to neighbors, grandparents, whomever their parents allow them to ask.  Then every dollar collected is used to buy Usborne books for the kids and the school.  How the money is divided is up to the school- most details of the program are flexible to fit the needs of your school.  (explain sample pledge distribution).  Then Usborne also matches the total pledge money by 10% for additional books for your library.   We know how busy you and your staff are so you will be happy to know that we do most of the work running this program (pull out duty form and discuss).  (pull out sample student packet w/ parent letter).  Here you can see the timeline of the program (pull out sample calendar and talk about different start times.
i. Sept/Oct – great to start the year off getting kids back to reading

ii. Oct/Nov – great for kids to get books for holiday break

iii. Jan/Feb – great to give kids something fun to do in winter

iv. Mar/Apr – Right To Read Week

v. Apr/May – Great to get kids books for summer reading
